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JTC 1/SC 32/WG 1 meeting report,

Sydney, Australia, May 2008

1. General 
 Experts from the following NBs have actively participated in the work of WG1:

Mr. Wenfeng Sun (China) was confirmed as convener of WG1, replacing Mr. Paul Levine (USA). Dr. Yong-Jae Kim (Korea) will continue to serve as Vice-Convenor of WG1. Canada’s excellent help in serving as the SC32/WG1 “Secretariat”, i.e. document distribution and provision of electronic workspace, will be continued.

WG 1 participants also confirmed Dr. Kim as candidate JTC 1 representative to the MoU (e-Business) Management Group.  In that capacity, Dr. Kim was encouraged to attend an international conference on advancing public-private partnerships for e-business standards to be held under the auspices of the MoU on 18-19 September 2008 in Geneva Switzerland.

Mr. Levine noted that ITU-T SG 4 would be acknowledging the liaison statement from SC 32 to ITU-T SG 4 (N321715) in regard to the sharing of documents and the collaborative development of data specification methodology for electronic business data interchange.  The anticipated ITU-T SG 4 liaison response will note that Ms. Lorenda O’Brien of Telcordia is assuming the role of SG 4 liaison to JTC 1/SC 32, replacing Mr. Paul Levine who is planning retirement.

Dr. Kim gave a presentation on the ebXML framework-based global standard of the e-Trade process.  WG 1 participants look forward to receiving from Dr. Kim, in time for the 8-11 December 2008 SC32/WG1 meeting (Ottawa, Canada),  a proposal for a rationale for a project sub-division for a new Part of ISO/IEC 15944  for a global standard on the e-Trade process.

2. Work 
2.1 Standards development 

Main attention in the work of WG1 was given to the development of multipart standard ISO/IEC 15944. The status of ISO/IEC 15944 Information technology - Business Operational View is as follows: 

Part 1: Operational aspects of Open-edi for implementation

WG1 reviewed a proposed draft of the 2nd edition that had been prepared including “temporary notes of the editor.” Agreement was reached with the editing changes made and the Project Editor was requested to prepare this document as an IS [minor revision process] and to submit the 2nd edition to the JTC1/SC32 Secretariat (and ITTF) no later than 31 August 2008.
Part 2: Registration of scenarios and their components as business objects

Part 3: Open-edi description techniques (OeDT)

SC32/WG1 resolved comments received on the ballot of the 2nd CD and instructed the project editors to implement the result [see comment disposition document WG1N0384] and to prepare the 3rd CD document for submission for ballot no later than 31 August 2008.  The project editors were requested to confirm that the external terminology schema methodology for specifying data for data interchange meets the rule base of Part 1 Clause 8.

A discussion of comments and questions from the Project Editor in regard to the disposition of comments agreed to in October 2007 resulted in agreements that will now be implemented in the document.  Following the Project Editor’s incorporation of the same, the resulting TR document will be submitted by the Project Editor to the WG1 Convenor for forwarding by him to the SC 32 Secretariat for expected 31 August 2008 publication.

Part 7: eBusiness vocabulary

The FDIS document is awaiting ITTF review and ballot issuance (This is expected to happen by end July 2008). 
Part 8: Identification of privacy requirements as external constraints on business transactions
SC32/WG1 resolved comments received on the CD ballot and instructed the project editors to implement the result [see comment disposition document WG1N0386] and to prepare the FCD document for submission for ballot no later than 28 February 2009. 
Part 9: Traceability framework

Mr. Katsuhiro Morita (Japan) presented a proposal and development plan for a project subdivision of the multi-part ISO/IEC 15944 for a traceability framework for the emerging e-Business environment.  WG 1 participants agreed to initiate a project subdivision of ISO/IEC 15944 for a new Part 9 entitled ”Traceability framework”.  Mr. Morita was nominated as project editor of this Part and was requested to provide a rationale document for the project subdivision.
SC 32/WG 1 participants also gave attention to producing a 3rd edition (E/F) of ISO/IEC 14662 Open-edi reference model. WG1 reviewed a proposed draft of the 3rd edition that had been prepared,including “temporary notes of the editor.” Agreement was reached with the editing changes made and the Project Editor was requested to prepare this document as an IS [minor revision process] and to submit the 3rd edition to the JTC1/SC32 Secretariat (and ITTF) no later than 31 August 2008.  SC 32/WG1 noted its appreciation to David Clemis (Canada) in assisting the Project Editors in the preparation of the draft 3rd edition draft for ISO/IEC 14662.
 2.2 Other issues 
The JTC 1 Secretariat confirmed the freely available status of ISO/IEC 14662 and the multi-part ISO/IEC 15944 standards on 12 May 2008 by adoption of SC N1740, Re-affirmation of “freely available” status of ISO/IEC 14662 and multi-part ISO/IEC 15944
In addressing Gold Coast JTC 1 Resolution 45 Technology Watch Requests to Subcommittees, WG 1 participants submitted a proposed SC32 resolution inviting the authors of standardization proposals to review the public available status of the multi-part ISO/IEC 15944 eBusiness standards.
The report of the SC 32/WG 1 meeting held in Hangzhou China, October 2007 is attached (32N1673).

2.1 Standards development 
Main attention in the work of WG1 has been paid to development of multipart standard 

15944. The status of the Parts of ISO/IEC 15944 is as follows: 

15944-1 A 2nd edition for FDIS ballot will be prepared, incorporating the Technical Corrigenda and identified editorial corrections (e.g., Person, Figure 13, etc.) as well as addition of a footnote referencing ISO/IEC 15944-7 and the availability of Chinese and Russian language equivalents for the terms and definitions in Clause 3.
15944-2 (Registration) Published 

15944-3 (Description techniques) Following WG 1 review and discussion of the initial draft of the 2nd CD, WG 1 comments are being incorporated accordingly for issuance of the 2nd CD ballot no later than 31 January 2008.

15944-4 Successful FDIS ballot; awaiting publication

15944-6 (Introduction of eBusiness Modelling) Following WG 1 successful disposition of comments from the FPDTR ballot and Project Editor’s incorporation of the same, the resulting TR document will be submitted by the Project Editor to the WG1 Convenor for forwarding by him to the SC 32 Secretariat for publication

15944-7 (Vocabulary) Following WG 1 successful disposition of comments from the FCD ballot and Project Editors’ incorporation of the same, the resulting FDIS document will be submitted by the Project Co-Editors to the WG1 Convenor for forwarding by him to the SC32 Secretariat for FDIS ballot no later than 1 March 2008.  In the resolution of the Japanese comment on the scope of Part 7, it was confirmed that Part 7 is totally within the scope of SC32/WG1, consisting solely of those terms & definitions already found in ISO/IEC 14662 and the other parts of ISO/IEC 15944, all of which are within the SC32/WG1 work program. These e-Business standards, in turn, make extensive use terms & definitions found in other existing ISO standards.

15944-8 (Privacy Requirements) Following WG 1 review and discussion on the working draft of this part, WG 1 comments are being incorporated accordingly by the Project Co-Editors  into a CD document to be submitted to the WG1 Convenor for forwarding by him to the SC32 Secretariat for issuance of a CD ballot no later than 31 January 2008.
WG 1 participants also decided to prepare an FDIS ballot document for the 3rd edition of ISO/IEC 14662 as a single English/French document based on 2nd edition (English), with French text of the 1st edition added and amended accordingly as per 2nd English edition, by Project Co-Editors to be submitted to the WG1 Convenor for forwarding to the SC32 Secretariat for issuance as FDIS ballot by 1 March 2008.

 2.2 Other issues 
The WG 1Convenor was requested to reaffirm with the SC 32 Secretariat the freely available status of ISO/IEC 14662 and the multi-part ISO/IEC 15944 standards based on previous applicable SC 32 and JTC 1 resolutions.
