SC32N1631-1648 Documents from Database Study Group (DBSG)
This document requests SC32 support for a further year study period on future database applications scenarios. The purpose remains the same: to further the understanding of the database standards requirements arising or implied by these scenarios and to raise this understanding to a level adequate for unambiguous technical communication and discussion between SC32 WGs. 
“In particular, the scenarios would provide a set of reasonably detailed materials to improve understanding of requirements arising from systems exploiting metadata systems, concept systems, ontologies, database security and other areas. They may help to clarify the use of current standards to support these needs. They should provide a tool to aid deeper discussion on the user requirement, technical aspects and implications.” (SC32N1651)
There are many sources of these scenarios. The recent Metadata OpenForum in Sydney and the “study period on new database standards needs” identified a number of potential case studies which could be used to develop more detailed scenarios. 

Expected Outcome 

The output of the study period would be scenarios and presentations on some of them at the 2009 SC32 plenary. They could provide new materials to existing SC32 projects and may provide background material for new proposals for upgrades or for new work proposed at the 2009 SC32 Plenary  

Anticipated Involvement

We anticipate involvement from interested SC32 WGs, National Bodies, other standards groups and from organizations with systems and needs which illustrate particular database requirement areas.

The work would be coordinated by email with a possible electronic meeting in November/December 2008 and/or January 2009 and the topic could be addressed in conjunction with interim SC32 meetings.  

Coordinators are Don Bartley, Australia and Baba Piprani, Canada.
