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 JTC 1/SC 32/WG 1 meeting report,

Jeju, Korea, June 2009
1. General 
 Experts from the following NBs have actively participated in the work of WG1:

Mr. Wenfeng Sun (China) will continue to serve as the convener of WG1 and Dr. Yong-Jae Kim (Korea) will continue to serve as Vice-Convenor of WG1. Canada will continue to provide its excellent help in serving as the SC32/WG1 “Secretariat”, i.e. WG1 historical document collection.
WG1’s new website was opened: www.jtc1sc32wg1.org, with the WG1’s requesting of its members to provide comments to its perfection.
In addressing JTC 1 Nara resolution 14 (JTC1 N9414) and based on the reality of Mr. Wenfeng Sun’s attendance to MoU/MG meeting in April, 2009, WG1 re-nominated Mr. Wenfeng Sun and Mr. Yong Jae Kim as representatives to the MoU (eBusiness) Management Group.

Dr. Yong Jae Kim (Korea) gave a presentation on the Global e-Trade on the basis of ebXML Registry & Repository. Mr. Sangwon Lim gave a presentation on E-Business Standard Reference System & Registry Implementation for Its Management. Mr. Sung Gon Kim (Korea) gave a presentation on the current status of eBusiness in Republic of Korea. WG1 discussed topics within these presentations and recognized their relevance to Open-edi standards.
The list of future meetings is stated in resolutions document SC32/WG1 N446 (See resolution WG1/12). The next meeting of SC32/WG1 will take place in Guilin, China, 17-20 November 2009 with the possibility of a preceding workshop.
2. Projects 
Main attention in the work of WG1 was given to the development of ISO/IEC 14662 [E/F] Information Technology - Open-edi reference model, and multipart standard ISO/IEC 15944 Information Technology - Business Operational View. The status of ISO/IEC 14662 and ISO/IEC 15944 is as follows: 
· ISO/IEC 14662 [E/F] Information Technology - Open-edi reference model,
SC32/WG1 reviewed the draft 3rd edition of this IS [minor revision process], which is document SC32WG1-N433 and submitted by Jake Knoppers (Canada). In this document, most of the editorial works have been finished except some of the minor editorial tasks (e.g. two footnote updates). This document was expected to be finished very soon.
WG1 requested the Project Editor to prepare this document as an IS, and to submit the 3rd edition document to the WG1 convener for review and transmission to the JTC1/SC32 Secretariat (and ITTF) no later than 31 July, 2009.
· ISO/IEC 15944 Part 1: Operational aspects of Open-edi for implementation

SC32/WG1 reviewed and confirmed the complete editorial works needed for this standard, which is listed in document SC32WG1-N430. This standard was expected to be finished very soon with reference to this document.
SC32/WG1 requested the Project Editor to prepare this document as an IS [minor revision process], and to submit it to the WG1 convener for review and transmission to the JTC1/SC32 Secretariat (and ITTF) no later than 31 August, 2009.
· ISO/IEC 15944 Part 2: Registration of scenarios and their components as business objects

With regard to the need for establishment of liaison with ISO TC211 for the work of this standard, SC32/WG1 identified that a liaison with ISO TC211 is already in the list of SC32 liaisons, and it is confirmed that Jake Knoppers to serve as the contact person.

SC32/WG1 reviewed the list of inconsistencies of Annex C in this standard comparing to relevant clauses in 15944-5, 15944-4 and 15944-6 [in document SC32WG1-N429]. SC32/WG1 requests the project editor to create a standing document containing the consolidated templates of attributes of Open-edi scenarios, roles and information bundles, with reference to document SC32WG1-N429R.
· ISO/IEC 15944 Part 3: Open-edi description techniques (OeDT) with UN/CEFACT Modeling Methodology (UMM)
SC32/WG1 discussed the project status of this standard and decided to continue the work of this standard with a change of title and re-orientation of future development, as explained in document SC32WG1-N442. Because of the re-orientation, much more work will be needed for this standard.
· ISO/IEC 15944 Part 4: Business transaction scenarios - Accounting and economic ontology

· ISO/IEC 15944 Part 8: Identification of privacy requirements as external constraints on business transactions

SC 32/WG 1 discussed documents SC32WG1-N435, SC32WG1-N436 and SC32WG1-N437, which served as important inputs to the FCD document of this standard. WG1 requested its project co-editors for Part 8 to prepare the FCD document with reference to these documents for submission for ballot no later than December 31, 2009. 
· ISO/IEC 15944 Part 9: Traceability framework

WG1 nominated Wenfeng Sun [China] as the new project editor for this standard, replacing Katsuhiro Morita [Japan], and requested for nominations of project co-editors from WG1 P-members.
· ISO/IEC 15944 Part 10: Coded domains
SC32/WG1 reviewed the existing works in WG1 for coded domains and resolved to initiate a project subdivision of ISO/IEC 15944 for a new part 10 titled ”Coded domains”, with the support of a rationale document SC32WG1-N443. The project co-editors will be Wenfeng Sun[China] and Jake Knoppers [Canada].
SC 32/WG 1 noted that specification of coded domain in the Open-edi context is different from that of value domains from the data model perspective. Coded domain in the Open-edi context is specified by its external behaviour to support the requirement analysis of business transactions in Open-edi among participating parties, while from the data model perspective the focus of the specification of value domains is by its internal behaviour (coding mechanisms, rules, registration procedures, etc.).
