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 JTC 1/SC 32/WG 1 meeting report,

Ottawa, Canada, February 2009

1. General 
 Experts from the following NBs have actively participated in the work of WG1:

Mr. Wenfeng Sun (China) will continue to serve as the convener of WG1 and Dr. Yong-Jae Kim (Korea) will continue to serve as Vice-Convenor of WG1. Canada’s excellent help in serving as the SC32/WG1 “Secretariat”, i.e. document distribution and provision of electronic workspace, will be continued until the June, 2009 Plenary meeting.
Mr. Katsuhiro Morita (Japan) expressed his upcoming of retirement from WG1. Mr. Paul Levine will formally retire from WG1 after this meeting.

In addressing JTC 1 Nara resolution 14 (JTC1 N9414), WG1 nominated Mr. Wenfeng Sun and Mr. Yong Jae Kim as representatives to the MoU (eBusiness) Management Group, and encouraged the representatives to provide a report of the MoU/MG meeting to JTC1.
Dr. Yong Jae Kim (Korea) gave a presentation on the global standards of the e-Trade process. Mr. Sung Gon Kim (Korea) gave a presentation on the current status of eBusiness in Republic of Korea. WG1 discussed topics within these presentations and recognized their relevance to Open-edi standards.
2. Work 
2.1 Standards development 
Main attention in the work of WG1 was given to the development of ISO/IEC 14662 [E/F] Information Technology - Open-edi reference model, and multipart standard ISO/IEC 15944 Information Technology - Business Operatoinal View. The status of ISO/IEC 14662 and ISO/IEC 15944 is as follows: 
ISO/IEC 14662 [E/F] Information Technology - Open-edi reference model,
SC32/WG1 reviewed the draft 3rd edition and draft Annex E of this IS [minor revision process] submitted by Jake Knoppers (Canada) and Janice Pereira (Canada). In this draft 3rd edition, the French version of the 1st edition document is aligned with the 2nd edition English document, terms and definitions are ensured to be consistent within the clauses in 14662 and parts of 15944, especially "Person" in capitalized "P", and presentation format of this draft IS was also changed to reflect the requirements of applicable JTC1 Directives. The draft Annex E is for the purpose of presenting terms and definitions in French alphabetical order to facilitate the identification of the terms in the French language. 
WG1 requests the Project Editor to prepare this document as an IS, and to submit the 3rd edition document to the WG1 convener for review and transmission to the JTC1/SC32 Secretariat (and ITTF) no later than 30 April, 2009.
ISO/IEC 15944 Part 1: Operational aspects of Open-edi for implementation

SC32/WG1 confirmed the correct presentation of UML diagrams in this draft 2nd edition of IS, reviewed the editorial and formatting changes in it, and identified the need to change the title of current 15944-1 in its publication version, to be consistent with other parts of 15944.
SC32/WG1 requested the Project Editor to prepare this document as an IS [minor revision process], and to submit it to the WG1 convener for review and transmission to the JTC1/SC32 Secretariat (and ITTF) no later than 30 April, 2009.
ISO/IEC 15944 Part 2: Registration of scenarios and their components as business objects

Since Paul Levine is retiring, SC 32/WG 1 nominated Wenfeng Sun [China] as the project editor for ISO/IEC 15944 Part 2.

SC32/WG1 discussed the possibility of setting up a RA for 15944-2, and concluded that more research is needed  for the registration of “business objects” and the lack of enough input for the operation of a RA. Therefore,  SC32/WG1  asked the Project Editor to consider making a "Consolidated template" of Annex C and to establish a liaison with TC211 as to the operational aspects of the registration of geographic items were determined to be the next step of work. This is because 15944-2 is primarily based on the TC211 ISO 19135 standard.

ISO/IEC 15944 Part 3: Open-edi description techniques (OeDT)

WG1 reviewed the history of ISO/IEC 15944 Part 3. Project Editor Paul Levine proposed not to reference the ITU External Terminology Schema (ETS) methodology as adapted in the UMM Business Information View in the 2nd CD, but to reference only the UMM and Core Components, as maintained by UN/CEFACT, in the 3rd CD. WG1 accepted this proposal.

Bill McCarthy [USA] will continue as 15944-3 Project Editor and as liaison to UN/CEFACT. WG1 requests the Project Editor for Part 3 to submit the CD3 document to its convener for review and transmission to the JTC1/SC32 Secretariat (and ITTF) for CD3 ballot  no later than 31 December, 2009.  WG1 also requested the Project Editor for Part 3 to develop a “working draft” (or “sneak peak”) of the development on the CD3 document in time for review, discussion and further development by SC32/WG1 at its upcoming June, 2009 meetings in Jeju, Korea.

SC32/WG1 reviewed and resolved the comments raised by the ITTF during the DTR ballot process. WG1 requested the Project Editor to revise the DTR ballot document according to the disposition of comments and to submit the revised document as a TR  as soon as possible. The Part 6 Project Editor completed this task during the Ottawa meeting of WG1.

ISO/IEC 15944 Part 8: Identification of privacy requirements as external constraints on business transactions

SC32/WG1 discussed and accepted the approach for several “Clauses n”to completing part 8 proposed by the Project  Co-Editors in SC32/WG1 N412R, and instructed the project editors to continue implementation of the result of the ballot resolution meeting, via these Clauses n, and to prepare the FCD document for submission for ballot no later than August 31, 2009. The WG1 also requested the Project Co-Editors for Part 8 to develop a “working draft” (or “sneak peak”) of Clauses n for the development on the FCD document in time for review, discussion and further development by SC32/WG1 at its upcoming June, 2009 meetings in Jeju, Korea.

SC32/WG1 reviewed the questionnaire raised by the TMB Task Force on Privacy, and prepared a draft response to it during this WG1 meeting. The Project-Editors for ISO/IEC 15944-8 were requested to do a final review and edit of the response, complete the document and transmit it to the WG1 Convener no later than 24 February, 2009. Upon receipt of the WG1N417R document, the WG1 Convener was requested to review it and forward the document to the JTC1/SC32 Chair and Secretariat as well as to the TMB stated contact prior to the 28 February, 2009 TMB deadline for responses.
ISO/IEC 15944 Part 9: Traceability framework

Mr. Katsuhiro Morita (Japan) stated that Japan is currently considering whether or not to have other participants to WG1 after his retirement. In addition, he noted that it might be more appropriate to have a study period on this subject as it impacts areas of standards development other that SC32 (e.g. SC31). WG1 resolved to take a decision on the status of this project on its next meeting in Jeju Island, Korea.
2.2 Other issues 
The SC32/WG1 convener presented a general review of ISO/IEC 14662 and ISO/IEC 15944. WG1 identified the need for a standing document of introductory nature for ISO 14662 and parts of ISO 15944, and supported its convener to create and maintain this document.
SC32/WG1 reviewed the history, prepared by Canada, of project proposal researches on "coded domains" in SC32, and requested Wenfeng Sun and Jake Knoppers to submit a rationale to the June 2009 WG1 meeting for review and decision of the proposed 15944 subdivision.
The list of future meetings is stated in resolutions document SC32/WG1 N421“Resolutions” (See resolution WG1/12). The next meeting of SC32/WG1 will take place in Korea, 22-26 June 2009 in conjunction with SC 32. 
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
