Subsequent Parts of 15944 continued to support this approach (particularly Part 5).

In addition, Canada recognizes that there are many and varied detailed requirement pertaining to privacy protection which do need to be addressed. However, here Canada recommends that SC32/WG1 continue its successful approach on focussing and resolving the more primitive elements first before going into further levels of detail. As such, Canada has made a number of comments on Clause 1.3 “Aspects currently not addressed”. This will  ensure a clear differentiation between that 

1) which can and should be accomplished  for this 1st edition; and,

2) which should be deferred for development as part of the next, i.e. 2nd edition.

Finally, Canada  stresses the fact that this Part 8, one of a number of eBusiness standards focuses on  business transaction aspects only as a subset of  the full totality of privacy requirements, i.e. that which falls into the domain of “collaboration space” (see Part s4 and 6) . As such, it is important to make this clear in Clause 1.2 and its sub-clauses.

Note: Due to resource constraints, Canada was not able to fully integrate all of its ballot comments, as well as providing cross-references among those which are linked.
	1) It is important that at the Sydney ballot resolution meeting to address and resolve a number of key, high level issues first.

It is anticipated that based on the decisions taken, the Sydney ballot resolution meeting, that during the Sydney meeting considerable progress can be made in applying these decisions with as objective the development of replacement text.
