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Report of Ad Hoc Group on SC 32 Santa Fe Resolution 25 ( reference 32N0513 Action Item # 25)

SC32 Resolution NN – Implementing Santa Fe SC 32 Resolution  25

SC32 instructs its Secretariat to to implement Santa Fe SC32 Resolution 25: “Facilitating Standards Development Work and Marketing of JTC1/SC32 standards”. (as per ISO/IEC JTC1 N6191) and apply it also to all its projects.

SC32 Resolution NN -  Additional  MRG Proposal on Adding an Abstract Field (JTC1 N6219)

SC32 instructs its representative to the November, 2000 JTC1 Plenary in Tromso, Norway, to ensure that  the additional proposal from the MRG to add a new Abstract field for each standard is separate from the SC32 Resolution 25 which is based on using text already available for each standard as well as the issue of  whether such new “Abstract” information should be available for free (as per JTC1/SC27 practices cited) or on a commercial basis as recommended by the MRG.

SC32 Resolution NN –  IT Terminology Issue raised by MRG (JTC1 N6219) 

SC32  instructs its representative to the November, 2000 JTC1 Plenary in Tromso, Norway that it supports the statement  by the MRG that “4. MRG considers access to IT terminology to be a significant  opportunity for JTC1 and SCs .” (JTC1 N6219).  JTC1 is a joint committee of the ISO and IEC . The latter already has the necessary  terminology support  infrastructure in place with multilingual, graphic, and other  capabilities. SC32 request that JTC1 explore with the IEC whether its existing facilities, infrastructure, etc. could be used to utilized to support  JTC1 needs for a terminology database.
