The meeting was opened by Larry Fitzwater at 2003-10-26 0930.

Don Bartley welcomed the Working Group to Australia.
There was an introduction by Alistair Tegart from Standards Australia.
The attendees were introduced.
The agenda was finalized.   
A review of the projects took place.  ISO/IEC 18022 has been dropped by ISO because of a lack of progression over the past two years from Working Draft status.  The future of the current 18022 documents will be examined and decisions as to future progression will be decided with WG 1 and WG 2.

The DCOR for 11179-3 was discussed.  The editor will be addressing the comments that were expressed.
A lengthy discussion of the harmonization and progression of the base 11179 documents took place.  The following position was developed.
The open projects for ISO/IEC 11179 Parts 1, 2, 4, 5, and 6 should be consistent with ISO/IEC 11179-3: 2003.  The parts should be completed so that they may be published in 2004.
It is felt that there needs to be a way to communicate the set of documents that are consistent.  The use of a clause in the introduction of each standard or a International Standard Profile (ISP) may provide the means to convey the consistent set.
There was an editing session for ISO/IEC FCD 11179-1 – Framework.  The comments were resolved to make the document consistent with 11179-3:2003.  The editor is to produce and distribute a sneak peak of the FDIS on or before 2003-12-31 to insure agreement on the edits before it is sent to SC 32.
There was an review session for ISO/IEC CD 11179-2 – Classification.  The comments were resolved to make the document consistent with 11179-3:2003.  The editor is to produce and distribute a sneak peak of the FCD on or before 2003-12-31 to insure agreement on the edits before it is sent to SC 32.

There was an editing session for ISO/IEC FCD 11179-4 – Formulation of Data Definitions.  The comments were resolved and the editor is to produce the FDIS.

There was an editing session for ISO/IEC CD 11179-5 – Naming and Identification Principles.  The comments were resolved to make the document consistent with 11179-3:2003.  The editor is to produce and distribute a sneak peak of the FCD on or before 2003-12-31 to insure agreement on the edits before it is sent to SC 32.

There was an editing session for ISO/IEC CD 11179-6 - Registration.  The comments were resolved.  The editor is to produce and distribute a sneak peak of the FCD on or before 2003-12-31 to insure agreement on the edits before it is sent to SC 32.
A resolution will be prepared regarding a study area to prepare a registry to register the ISO/IEC 11179-3 metamodel elements.

The ISO termination of ISO/IEC WD 18022 because of not progressing to CD stage in two years was discussed.  It was agreed that a study area be opened to maintain the work while it evolves.
The status of the new projects was discussed

The Working Drafts were presented for 19763 Framework for Metamodel interoperability

The editors have just submitted these to SC 32.
Many Working Drafts were presented for the parts of 20944 Metadata Registry - Interoperability & bindings.  The editor will be sending these to SC 32.
The Working Draft was presented for 20942-2 Achieving Metadata Registry Content Consistency - Part 2: XML Structured Data.
The Australian Institute of Health and Welfare (AIHW) gave a presentation on their effort to bring their registry into alignment with ISO/IEC 11179:2003.
