Technical corrigendum 1 to International Standard ISO/IEC 15944-1:2002 was prepared by ISO/lEC JTC 1 SC 32/WG1. 

Rationale for suggested corrigendum:

In the publication phase of 15944-1 the table of contents was truncated to contain only two levels of clauses (e.g. levels 1 and 1.1). This truncation diminished possibilities to use the ToC for searching specific subject, because even first-level subclauses contain up to 15 pages of text.  Therefore it is suggested that the ToC would be expanded to cover three levels of clauses (e.g. 1, 1.1 and 1.1.1). The suggested modification is as follows:
