The project for ISO/IEC 19763: Information Technology: Metamodel framework for interoperability (MFI), had two new proposals from China, on the following topics:

1. Ontology evolution, change management

2. Process model registration based on Ontology

The project requests SC32 to approve a study period on these topics to investigate their feasibility and to establish cooperation and harmonization with other existing standard groups, such as OMG, OASIS and W3C.
Study period: One year 

Expected Products to be submitted not later than the 2007 Sc32 plenary meeting
(1) Working Draft for Ontology evolution information registration  

This working draft should address facilities for ontology evolution management 

The study period may recommend that this WD should become part of MFI-3 Edition 2. 
A draft may also be prepared to solve issues which were already identified as minor miscellaneous enhancements to the current MFI-3, and this would also become part of MFI-3 Edition 2. 
(2) Working Draft for Process model registration
This draft will address the needs of Web services and other business collaborations, by proposing a new part of the family of FMI standards. This will cover metamodels for registering and reusing of various process models, including business process models.
