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The next meeting of SC32/WG1 will be held in London, UK. Start date of the meeting is Monday 30th October (9:00 AM) and end date is Thursday 2nd November (latest at 16:00 (4 PM). The meeting location is BSI office in Gunnersbury.

The inviting body for this meeting is the BSI committee IST/40 which is the shadow committee for SC32, convener Phil Brown (many of you will have met him at the SC32 meetings).  

The arrangements funded by BSI are the meeting room, access to Internet, phtocopying and printing facilities, tea and coffee (two servings per day).  Room use is from 0900 to 1730 although it is possible to overrun the end time until around 1830 without notification.  BSI has an internal canteen which is available for all delegates.  The quality of the food provided is good and the prices below commercial rates.  

The BSI building is closely linked to the Gunnersbury tube station, which is on the District line (Richmond branch).  There is a private car park, and space may be reserved in it if notification is received in advance (it is wise to give notice 2 weeks in advance).  Individual spaces are not designated, but space in the overall park is made available. 

BSI does not normally provide lists of hotel accommodation because commercial tour operators are able to offer better discount arrangements. There are few hotels in the vicinity of BSI and most travellers find it easier to make their own arrangements with the very large number of hotels available in Central London.  You should allow about 30 minutes travelling time from Victoria or Piccadilly.

If arriving at Heathrow airport use either the Underground, which has an off peak All zones all day ticket at a cost of £6.30 (after 0930 am) or £8.30 before that. From Heathrow you can use the Paddington express at a higher cost and then purchase a Central zone ticket (£1.30) to your final destination in the Central area.  For a map of the London Underground please see http://www.oxfordtube.com/assets/london/underground_map.jpg  On no account use the Black cab taxi service.  It is very expensive indeed, even for four people.

If you arrive at London Gatwick, please use the Gatwick express.  It will take you Victoria train station and you will need to transfer to the London Underground (Central are) for your final destination.

If you arrive at Stansted airport you may take a train connection to London Liverpool Street train/tube station and then use London Underground, or take a coach (cheaper, and a regular service) to London Victoria coach station and then use the London Underground.

If you arrive at Luton airport you will need to transfer to the Luton rail station and then use London Underground from the London terminus.

London is one of the largest cities in the world, offering a very broad range of theatres, cinemas, restaurants and entertainments.  Apart from world famous theatres (including the rebuilt Shaespearian Globe theatre, there are some of the finest internationally renonwned shops, including Harrods, Fortnum & Mason, Hamleys, Liberty, and jewellers such as Cartier, Tiffany, Graff, Mappin & Webb.  We take no responsibility for damage to your wallet, credit card or bank account for using these facilities. 
London has a wide variety of museums, ranging from the British museum with one of the finest classical collections, through the Science, natural history and Victoria and Albert.  There is also no shortage of art galleries, although the Tate and the National are perhaps the principal collections available to the public.  For those wishing to study churches there are several cathedrals as well as many other places of worship to choose from, as well as more than 20 Wren churches readily accessible. Guides and tours of Central London can usually be booked from your hotel in a similar manner to the USA.  

Travel in Central London is commonly by Underground, bus or on foot. Hotels can provide street maps although the quality of these varies wildly.  It may be advantageous to purchase an Oyster card for Underground travel for a week since it offers significant savings over individual tickets.
