Bevill Conference Center and Hotel
A block of 20 rooms has been reserved for October 14-21 at the Bevill Conference Center and Hotel which is located at 550 Sparkman Drive, Huntsville, Alabama, 35816 USA See their web site at http://www.uah.edu/BevillCenter/.  A special rate of USD 59.00 has been arranged if reservations are made before 1 Oct 2006.  If more than 20 delegates choose this hotel, additional rooms will be subject to availability, but the special rate will still apply.  Taxes will be applied to this rate.  At the time of writing, taxes total 12% + USD 1.00 per night, making a total of USD 67.08 per night.

Individuals need to make their own lodging arrangements by calling the Bevill Center at +1-888-721-9428 (toll-free in North America only) or +1-256-721-9428, no later than 5:00 p.m. Central Time on 1 Oct 2006.  Any rooms not booked by this date-time will be released. The special rate is not guaranteed after the above date-time. To get the special rate, please specify that you are attending the ISO WG2 meeting at the time you make your reservation.  

Check in time is 3:00 p.m. but early arrivals may be accommodated as rooms become available. Check out time is 12:00 noon.  Payment to the hotel must be made in U.S. funds and can be made by credit card or check.  Late arrivals must be guaranteed by the individual. Any reservation not guaranteed will be released at 6:00 p.m. on the day of arrival.

Getting There

By Air – Huntsville International Airport

Huntsville is served by Huntsville International Airport (airport code HSV) which is about 12 miles west of the hotel.  The airport is small and it is easy to find what you need. Huntsville is served by several different airlines. There are direct flights to Huntsville from Washington DC, Memphis, Atlanta, Dallas/Ft. Worth, Cincinnati, Charlotte NC, Houston and Chicago.

You may be offered a cheaper fare flying into Nashville, Tennessee (airport code BNA) or Birmingham, Alabama (BHM). Both of these airports are about a two-hour drive from Huntsville. There is no train service and inter-city buses are not convenient. Flying into these airports is not recommended, unless you are willing to rent a car to get to Huntsville.

Getting to town from the Airport

Free hotel shuttle

The Bevill Center has a free shuttle service to and from the airport on Sunday afternoon, weekday evenings and all-day Friday (no Saturday service). You’ll need to ask about reserving a shuttle when you book your room.

Taxi and limousine

Taxi and limousine services are available from the airport. Fares to the hotels will generally be less than $20.

Rental cars

There are several car rental agencies located in the airport right next to the baggage claim on the lower level. It is a short walk to their parking locations. Driving directions from the airport to the hotel are very simple. Huntsville is an easy city to navigate and has been rated one of the U.S.’s safest cities to drive in.

Public transit

There is a city shuttle bus service that is lightly used. There are no trams, subway, or trains in Huntsville.
