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Abstract

This Part 5 of the ISO/IEC 15944 multipart international standard focuses on external constraints in the business operational view of eBusiness transactions.  It is directed at being able to identify and reference laws and regulations of jurisdictional domains as sources of external constraints in the modelling of eBusiness scenarios and scenario components as registered and re-useable business objects. A prime source of external constraints is jurisdictional domains.  Useful characteristics of external constraints of this nature are that: (1) the focal points and recognized source authorities at the sectoral, national and international levels already exist; and, (2) the rules and common business practices are known.  

As defined in Part 1 of this standard, and re-emphasized in Annexes B and C, external constraints are those imposed from the outside on the parties to a business transaction based on the nature of the good, service and/or right exchanged, as opposed to internal constraints which are self-imposed agreements to commitments among parties. 

Part 5 focuses on addressing the fundamental, i.e., primitive, and thus definable, aspects of these external constraints.  The key concepts and their definitions required for addressing the requirements of legal environments as external constraints are found in Clause 3 and its supporting Annex A. 
Part 5 of ISO/IEC 15944 consists of 9 Clauses (or chapters) and 12 annexes (normative and informative).  Clauses 0, 1, 2, 3 and 4 are standard mandatory text providing an introduction, scope, normative references, definitions and symbols/abbreviations.  Clause 5 begins with an exploration of the jurisdictional domain as a source of external constraints on the modelling of business transactions, both from the perspective of a Person and as a Public Administration. It also presents key external constraints governing Part 5 through fundamental principles and assumptions taking a rule-based approach.
Clause 6, and its related annexes D, E, F, I, K and L, identifies the key (common) requirements of jurisdictional domains as external constraints in the modelling of business transactions through Open-edi scenarios and scenario components.  These include: (1) examining the ways (and their relationships) by which jurisdictions identify, (often impose) the use of language; (2) identifying key public policy constraints, (e.g., consumer protection, privacy protection, individual accessibility, and human rights) where the buyer is an individual; (3) noted the required use of pre-defined identification and classification systems; (4) capturing (a) the roles and qualifications of a Person, and, (b) legally recognized names of a Person; and,  (5) identifying key aspects of  the Data component, (e.g., records retention, state changes, and date/time referencing).
Clause 7, and its related Annexes H and J, focuses on the identification of rules governing the formation and identification of jurisdictional domains as well as levels of regulatory regimes. It identifies the more primitive subtypes of jurisdictional domains and includes two approaches for their unambiguous identification and referencing. 
Clause 8 provides checklists and templates which guide the user through the mechanics of determining: (1) the source of the external constraint(s) where these are jurisdictional domains; and, (2) the adequacy of the scenario specification as well as those of the scenario components.

Use of this standard (and related standards) will facilitate the transformation of these external constraints as business rules into specified, registered, and re-useable eBusiness scenarios and scenario components.
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
