INTRODUCTORY NOTES
1.1
Ensuring that its Open-edi and eBusiness standards development work supports legal requirements has been an ongoing activity from their inception first by JTC1/SC30 and then its successor JTC1/SC32/WG1.

However, when the 1st edition of the ISO/IEC 14662:1995 (E/F) “Open-edi Reference Model”, the Internet was in its infancy and thus its focus.  One result is that the 1st edition focussed on EDI-based business transactions among organizations (only).

In the development of the 1st edition of Part 1 ISO/IEC 15944 multipart eBusiness standard
, the focus of Open-edi was amended to reflect and address the real work of:

· individuals participating directly in business transactions through EDI; and,

· the fact that individuals had legal rights and requirements which the eBusiness standards must be able to support, (e.g., consumer protection, privacy/data protection, and more recently individual accessibility).

Consequently, in ISO/IEC 15944-1:2002 “organization” was replaced by “Person” which in turn has three subtypes namely “individual, “organization”, and “public administration”.

As such, incorporating privacy/data protection requirements into the standards development work of the ISO/IEC 15944 multipart standard has been an ongoing standards development activity since early 1997.

1.2
It is recognized that during the past number of years, there has been considerable activity and discussion within ISO/IEC JTC1 on whether or not, how and where, the approaches it should take, etc., with respect to its involvement in the development of standards in support of privacy/data protection requirements.

1.3
At the same time, ISO/IEC JTC1 recognized several years ago, that some of its SCs already had standards or standards development of ongoing activities in place which already included normative elements in support of privacy
.  This project subdivision is part of an ongoing activity of JTC1/SC32.  Annex B below contains a list of the terms of existing ISO/IEC concepts and their definitions already forming part of one or more parts of the multipart ISO/IEC 15944 eBusiness standard which are being incorporated in the WD for Part 8 as they are relevant from a privacy requirements perspective.

1.4
Further, various other ISO/IEC and ISO standards exist (or are under development – at the FCD+ stage) which are focussed on meeting privacy/data protection requirements in their field of application.  A preliminary listing of these is included in Annex A.  The work on development of ISO/IEC 15944-8 maximizes “re-use” and integration of constructs and concepts / definitions from these existing standards as applicable to eBusiness environments.

1.5
In addition, substantial documentation on privacy/data protection requirements of common to jurisdictional domains already exists identifying external constraints on business transactions.  A particular valuable set of sources here are the documents and statements of the International Conference of Privacy and Data Commissioners.  These and related documents
 are being mined in the development of the WD for Part 8.

1.6
These and other factors including a very focussed scope statement, means that the development of Part 8 not only is within the scope of the ISO/IEC 15944 multipart standard but also will be developed and completed within the required timeframe (as per ISO/IEC JTC1 Directives).

2.
RATIONALE FOR A ISO/IEC 15944 MULTIPART STANDARD PROJECT SUBDIVISION FOR A NEW PART 8 –  IDENTIFICATION OF PRIVACY REQUIREMENTS AS EXTERNAL CONSTRAINTS ON BUSINESS TRANSACTIONS
The rationale for this project sub-division is summarized as follows:

2.1
The Open-edi Reference Model (ISO/IEC 14662, 1st edition 1995) already identified the need to be able to support legal requirements in standards for business transactions and especially so in the Business Operational View (BOV). The development of the multipart ISO/IEC 15994 eBusiness standards focuses on the BOV (and not the Functional Services View (FSV)). ISO/IEC 15944-1:2002 is structured to be able to support legal requirements and in particular those which apply where the buyer is an individual. Legal requirements are modelled as external constraints on business transaction the primary source of which are jurisdictional domains
. 

2.2
The architecture of the multipart 15944 eBusiness standards already defines and addresses the application of external constraints on the recorded information interchanged among the parties to a business transaction which may include those of privacy/data protection nature.  The external constraints required to satisfy privacy/data protection requirements of personal information are a significant aspect of business transactions involving parties to a business transaction where the buyer is an “individual” or a consumer.   The parts of ISO/IEC 15944 already contain normative text, definitions and terms, and rules which support external requirements of  public policy nature  (e.g. consumer protection,  privacy/data protection, individual accessibility, etc.)

As such the integration of privacy/data protection requirements into eBusiness standards development has been an integral part of the development of the 15944 multipart eBusiness standards for many years. 

2.3
Many of the external constraints on business transactions are not unique to privacy or data protection requirements but are of a generic nature. They have already been identified and specified. Here privacy requirements constitute perhaps 10-20% added and more particular requirements
.

2.4
There is a need to bring together in a single document the identification of specific requirements on a business transaction of a public policy nature from a BOV perspective which is applicable to business transactions where the buyer is an individual. 

The alternative is to do this work through amendments of the existing Parts of ISO/IEC 15944 and/or new revised editions for each of the Parts. This would be a very inefficient way of working.

3.
DRAFT SCOPE STATEMENT

The draft scope of the new Part 8 of ISO/IEC 15944 is:

· to provide the method(s) for identifying, in Open-edi modelling technologies and development of scenarios, the additional requirements in BOV specifications for identifying the additional external constraints to be applied to recorded information in business transactions relating to personal information of an individual as required by legal and regulatory requirements of applicable jurisdictional domains having governance over the personal information exchanged among parties to a business transaction;
· to integrate in single document existing normative elements in support of privacy and data protection requirements as are already found in the current editions of  ISO/IEC 14662 and Parts 1, 2, 4 and 5 of ISO/IEC 15944 which apply to individuals as buyers in a business transactions 

· to provide for the overarching operational ‘best practice’ statements for supporting procedures, practices and governance requirements that must act in support of implementing and enforcing technical mechanisms needed to support privacy/data protection requirements in eBusiness transaction environments;

· to identify and provide a sample scenario and implementation (use case) for one case (or more use cases) of privacy/ data protection in business transactions;

· to provide guidelines on the need for procedural mechanisms in the event that mandatory disclosure rules must be implemented.

Excluded from the scope of this standard are:

· the specification of requirements of a Functional Services View (FSV) nature which include security techniques and services, communication protocols, etc.  This includes any existing standard (or standards development of an FSV nature), which are already covered by JTC1/SC17, JTC1/SC31, JTC1/SC27, JTC1/SC37, as well as ISO and/or ITU standards.

· any:

(a)
internal use and management of recorded information pertaining to an identifiable individual by an organization (or public administration) within an organization; and,

(b)
implementation of internal  information management control, internal procedural controls or operational controls within an organization or public administration necessary for it to comply with applicable privacy requirements that may be required in observance of their lawful or contractual rights, duties and obligations as a legal entity in the jurisdictional domain(s) of which they are part.
.

Introductory Notes

1.1
Annex A contains a preliminary list of existing ISO/IEC or ISO standards (as well as those under development) whose title or scope statement indicates that they may pertain to or contain elements pertaining to privacy/data protection requirements.

This list is part of the development work on Part 8 of ISO/IEC 15944 based on the principle of maximizing use of existing ISO standards of JTC1/SC32/WG1 in its standards development work.

1.2
This preliminary lest is based on searches of the “iso.org” database of existing or under development standards (other than those of an ISO/IEC 14662 or part of ISO/IEC 15944) which were identified using searches with as keywords “individual”, “personal information”, “privacy”, and data protection”.

However, the “iso.org” search engine supports only a very primitive level of search capabilities.  It appears that Boolean type searches are not supported, (e.g., even the use of the simple “AND” operator to focus a search and reduce the number of hits is not supported).  It appears that one is permitted to use on one “search term”
.

With respect to the list of existing (or under development) ISO standards the following assumptions are made with respect to the development of ISO/IEC 15944-8:

(1)
many of the requirements as specified in existing ISO standards pertaining to ensuring the trustworthiness, integrity, timeliness, accuracy, relevancy of the recorded information about an identified entity are not unique to privacy/data protection requirements applicable as external constraints on business transactions.

Based on a preliminary review of a number of the existing ISO standards identified below, it is most likely that 80% of the normative elements of Part 8 of ISO/IEC 15944 (which takes an eBusiness transaction focussed perspective) will consist of 

· existing normative elements in other Parts of ISO/IEC 15944; and,

· normative elements of existing ISO standards.

(2)
one cannot assume that these ISO standards represent a “harmonized” approach.  As such, the development of Part 8 of ISO/IEC 15944 will ensure that it will present an integrated and harmonized approach to the development of privacy protection requirements as external constraints of business transactions.

(3)
a substantial number of “consumer protection” requirements as external constraints on business transactions are very similar (if not the same) as “privacy” requirements on business transactions.  Consequently, ISO standards identified below of a consumer protection nature for which the ISO committee responsible is “COPOLCO” are of particular relevance;

(4)
many ISO standards existent which pertain to and support generic data protection requirements with respect to recorded information which an IT-system neutral and pertain to any set of recorded information (SRI) irrespective of, and independent whether such an “SRI” pertains to personal information, i.e., that on or about an identifiable individual.

(5)
many ISO standards exist which pertain to and support generic information management and data management requirements to any set of recorded information (SRI) irrespective of whether or not it pertains to an “identifiable individual”, i.e., is personal information;

the development of this Part 8 also takes into account the fact that in order to meet “individual accessibility’ requirements
 of an “individual” as a user, it is necessary to be able to support individual user needs and preferences in their use of ICTs based applications; and,

The Part 8 development by SC32/WG1 includes a review of each of these documents to identify concepts/definitions, constructs, rules, normative (and informative) elements which are applicable to privacy/data protection requirements as applicable to eBusiness environments involving an individual as party to a business transaction.

However, this will be in the form of a very systematic and thorough process and one which is applying triage principles.  This means that those existing standards deemed to have a higher probability then most of the others will be reviewed first, i.e., those marked with an asterisk (*) below in Col. (2).

NOTE 1:  Initial inputs into development of rationale for project subdivision

1.1
Integration of privacy/data protection requirements into eBusiness standards development has been an integral part of the development of the 15944 multipart eBusiness standards for many years

The primary purpose of the text which follows is to underline the fact that eBusiness standards development since 2000 (and before) has always recognized the need to be architectured and structurally engineered to be able  to support legal requirements governing business transactions (as already stated in the 1st edition (1995) of the ISO/IEC 14662 Open-edi Reference Model). 

It is recognized that the issue of the need to address the legal “privacy/data protection” requirements of jurisdictional domains has become a “hot” issue in ISO/IEC JTC1 during the last 2-3 years.  However, in the field of eBusiness standards development, JTC1/SC32 in its development of the multipart ISO/IEC 15944 eBusiness standards has already, during the past ten years, identified and incorporated privacy/data protection  requirements into its eBusiness standards development work starting with the first Part of ISO/IEC 15944.

1.2
The Clause 0.2 Requirements on the business operational view aspects of Open-edi in ISO/IEC 15944-1:2002 already states that 

“The sources of requirements on the Business Operational View (BOV) aspects of Open-edi which need to be integrated and/or taken into account in the development of business descriptive techniques for Open-edi business transactions include:

…..

- public policy requirements particularly those of a generic nature such as consumer protection, privacy, etc.

The Clause 1 Scope of ISO/IEC 15944-1:2002 states that

“This standard allows constraints (which include legal requirement, commercial and/or international trade and contract terms, (public policy (e.g. privacy data protection, product or service labelling, consumer protection), laws and regulations) to be defined and clearly integrated into Open-edi through the BOV. This means that terms and definitions of in this standard serve as a common bridge among these different sets of business operational requirements allowing the integration of code sets and rules defining these requirements to be integrated into business processes electronically”

It is therefore not surprising to find “privacy” and/or “privacy/data protection” to be noted over 20 times in the Normative text of ISO/IEC 15944-1:2002 and even more times in the Annexes to this standard. Further, ISO/IEC 15944-1:2002 in its Annex contains in its Annex D (Informative) titled “Existing standards for the unambiguous identification of Persons in business transaction (organizations and individuals) and some common policy and implementation considerations”. 
This Annex C contains text which was developed for JTC1/SC32/WG1 in support of the rationale for this 15944 project subdivision.  It is included in this document since it contains “Candidate” text for use in the development of the WD for ISO/IEC 15944-8.
 These common policy and implementation considerations are introduced in Annex D.5 Some common policy and implementation considerations for unambiguous identification of Persons as individuals”. The titles of the sub-clauses in this Annex include,

D.5.2 Anonymity

D.5.3 Privacy/data protection

D.5.4 What is an “individual” and what are criteria for identifiable individual?

D.5.5 Role of a natural person in a business transaction as “individual” or “organization” (or “organization Person”)?

D.5.6 Unambiguous identification of individuals – two basic options

In support of the already identified BOV requirement to be able to support  the need to distinguish between generic requirements which pertained to any Person in a business transaction and those which pertained specifically where the entity involved and making the commitments is an “individual”. A key principle  governing the development of ISO/IEC 15944-1:2002 was that is must be architecturally engineered to be able to support specific requirements, particularly those of a public policy nature,  pertaining to a Person making commitments in a business transaction where these pertain to an identifiable “individual” making the commitments. The requirement to be able to support legal requirements of a privacy/data protection nature is reflected in its

· Clause 3 Terms and Definitions; and,

· Clause  6.3 Rules governing the process model

Here ISO/IEC 15944-1:2002 already contains the following defined concepts in the form of definitions and associated terms (stated below in bold) which are of importance from privacy/data protection requirements perspective in no particular order)

1. Business Operational View (BOV)
 taken from the ISO/IEC 14662 Open-edi Reference model;

2. Person
 – which has three defined sub-types namely “individual”, “organization
”, and “public administration” which are defined in ISO/IEC 15944-1:2002;

3. Constraint – which has two defined sub-types namely “internal constraint”, which are internal to any Person and “external constraints” which apply to any Person making commitments
 in a business transaction; 

4. “organization Person” – a concept developed and defined for a number of reasons including the ability to be able to identify and implement BOV requirements to any entity, including an “individual” within an organization to be able to make commitments on behalf of an organization. Here these BOV requirements include those of a BOV requirements nature (including those of an external constraints public policy nature, including privacy/data protection) etc. (see further ISO/IEC 15944-1:2002)

Extension to the request for a project split on the part 8 standard

2.1
Introduction

Increasingly in international regulation, laws, bills, conventions and understandings are being reached that seek to control or license, or mandate access (usually through lawfully appointed parties) to information processed by automated means (this is generally held to be by computer) that may be considered personal and may be readily linked to an identifiable living Person (in this case it is not the full definition of Person included in 15944-1 but a subset that excludes Persons of the administration and organization).

This represents a separate case of requirement from those previously identified for trade and commercial information exchanges that characterise the work in Open-edi.

2.2
Discussion

It is a generally held tenet of the ISO/IEC 14662 Open-edi Reference Model that information descriptors generally act to limit in some way the characterization and use of that recorded information when being exchanged among entities for the purpose of trade.

Limitation is most commonly experienced in the common cases when the descriptor defines in some way the way in which a field of information is encoded; that there are limits upon allowable ranges of values; that the contents may only be one or more of the entries of a defined table of contents, and so on.

When we come to consider the regulation relating to both data protection and privacy we encounter particular limitations that may apply both to a requirement to actively prevent those not party to the exchange (and this may include regulators who might otherwise be a party in all other circumstances, as already defined) from being able to use the data at all, or may be subject to use restrictions, or may not be authorized to pass the information to others.

These potential requirements may, for initial purposes, be summarised with the following preliminary list of limitations:

· the recorded information may only be seen by specified parties who may then process freely;

· the recorded information may only be seen by specified parties who are further restricted in a number of ways including:

· they may only use the  recorded information for a period of time;

· they may be required to retain the recorded information for a specified period of time  and then, dispose of the same;

· they may only use the recorded information for a given number of times;

· they may not make the recorded  information available to others;

· they may make the recorded information available to others but subject to undertakings as to custodianship and stewardship.

In addition, some regulators may have granted statutory authorities the right to have the use of that recorded information under specific circumstances (which may or may not require that the originator, or any of the other parties to the exchange) be notified that access has been obtained under regulation.

It must also be recalled that recorded information may be being transferred from the span of control of one regulator to the span of control of a different regulator, and, since regulatory authority is essentially national in its implementation, it may be necessary to honour more than one regulatory scheme through the implementation of an Open-edi scenario.

This requirement indicates that any proposed scheme for the management of data that fall into this classification will require a mixture of both technical and procedural controls in order to achieve the desired/intended result(s).

It is therefore of critical importance that a separate BOV specification be prepared which is able to describe the surrounding business process(es) and how they are expected to interface to the anticipated technical controls (FSV requirements, sometimes referred to variously as Security enhancing technologies or Privacy enhancing technologies) which must be integrated.  It is anticipated that existing modelling techniques will be capable of expansion or extension to include the additional requirements that will be determined during the BOV specification.

Draft Scope statement

The scope of the NWI produced by the proposed project split will be:

· to provide the method(s) for identifying to modelling technologies the additional requirements in BOV specifications for identifying additional constraints to be applied to information relating to a living individual as required by regulation in all the nation states having governance over the information exchange;

· to provide for the overarching operational ‘best practice’ statements for supporting procedures, practices and governance requirements that must act in support of implementing and enforcing technical mechanisms;

· to identify a sample scenario and implementation (use case) for one case of data protection and one case of information privacy;

· to comment upon the need for procedural mechanisms in the event that mandatory disclosure rules must be implemented.

The scope statement does not include any internal use of information by any parties to an information exchange or any internal procedural controls or operational controls that may be required in observance of their lawful or contractual rights, duties and obligations.
� The earlier common title for all the parts of 15944 was “Business Agreement Semantic Descriptive Techniques”.  It was changed to “Business Operational View”.





� The 2nd edition of ISO/IEC 14662 issued in 2005 also incorporates this approach.

In 2004, ISO/IEC 15944-1:2002 was already a standard and work on its Parts 2, 4 and 5 were well under way.  ISO/IEC 15944-1:2002 already contained over 100 references to “privacy” and/or “data protection” in its normative and informative clauses while work under development. for Parts 2, 4 and 5 (especially) already incorporated and supported many generic privacy/data protection requirements pertaining to business transactions.
