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Rationale for Resolution WG 2 / 13: Open access to ISO/IEC 24707 

JTC1/SC 32 directs the Secretariat to request from JTC1 that ISO/IEC 

24707 be made freely available on the Internet. The rationale is as 

follows, in accordance with the guidelines in ISO/IEC JTC 1 N7604. 

- Criterion 2 - The core abstract syntax component of the 

specification is also standardized in (and synchronized with) an 

Object Management Group (OMG) adopted and freely available 

specification, namely, the Ontology Definition Metamodel (ODM), 

available at http://www.omg.org/cgi-bin/doc?ptc/2006-10-11. 

- Criterion 6 - first-order logic and model theory, which form the 

basis of the core abstract semantics, have been widely studied for 

many years, as summarized in 24707's public citations (endnotes). 

- Criterion 6 - The CL standard defines a framework with three 

'dialects', but we expect other dialects to be defined also, possibly 

as further standards. The main body specifies conformance in terms of 

dialects and is intended to apply to these future dialects, which 

explicitly allow for extensions and modifications; it thereby 

describes a reference model. 

- Rule (3) - making Common Logic freely available to academics and 

students will increase the visibility of JTC1 and its standards. 

- Rule (2) and (3) - other JTC1 standards (e.g., 19763) are already 

employing Common Logic for some semantics, thereby promoting the 

sales of these other standards as well as enhancing the awareness and 

dominance of JTC1 work.
