Rationale:

SQL/MDA – Multi Dimensional Arrays

At the 2011 WG3 interim meeting in Crete, Greece, WG3 began investigating the requirements for the addition of support for multi-dimensional arrays to 9075 standards. 

Multidimensional arrays represent a core underlying structure of manifold science and engineering data. 1-dimension sensor data, 2-dimension satellite images and microscope scans, 3-dimension x/y/t image time series and x/y/z voxel models, 4-dimension climate models, simulations and higher dimensional data are at heart of virtually all domains. Arrays have an essential role in Big Data and should become an integral part of the overall data type orchestration in information systems. 

Current SQL array handling is limited to a single dimension with basic operations. We propose to add a generic array data model and SQL query language extensions that are upwardly compatible expansions of the relational SQL paradigm. 

At the Beijing WG3 meeting, we reviewed a document (WG3:PEK-031r1) that is close to serving as a base document for this addition. We propose to integrate this work as a new part of the ISO/IEC 9075 family of standards. Creating a new part allows the efforts to progress slightly after the next version of the current nine parts of 9075. A separate part also provides more visibility for the feature than if it were integrated into 9075 part 2, SQL/Foundation.

We know of one patent that touches on this topic area. However, this patent is for one method of physically storing multi-dimensional arrays and so is completely unrelated to the logical interface proposed for this new part.

We therefore propose to subdivide project number 1.32.03.08 to create a new subproject, 1.32.03.08.15, SQL/MDA – Multi Dimensional Arrays, with a four-year time-frame. This split is within the scope of the original work item proposal.

SQL Technical Reports – Part 6: SQL Support for JSON

At this 2014 WG3 meeting in Beijing, we accepted a set of change proposals adding support for storing, querying, and retrieving JSON objects in SQL/Foundation (9075 part 2).

The proposals adding this feature to SQL/Foundation contain a great deal of explanatory material that, while valuable, is not normative. We have an informal working draft of this material available at this meeting. We expect to progress this material one step ahead of the next version of 9075-2. This split is within the scope of the original work item proposal.

9075:2011 (SQL) Corrigendum 2

While WG3 has made great efforts to ensure that the five parts of 9075:2011 are consistent and error free, we anticipate finding new issues during future development. In December, 2013, we published Corrigendum 1. If we accumulate enough items by the end of the 2014 interim WG3 meeting to justify publication of a second Technical Corrigendum, we would like to progress it immediately. However if we if we do not have enough items, we will not need a second Technical Corrigendum for SQL:2011. Therefore, we request permission to request a project split for a second Technical Corrigendum at our interim meeting.
